Scripture Reading:     
2 Timothy 1:9-11, AMP

I.
“Reaching the Lost’ is a delegated ministry for the Body of Christ which affirms their purpose and existence.  The Church is called by God to minister His grace and hope to the world.

2 Timothy 4:1-2, AMP 

A.
The ministering of the gospel is not for a select few.  It is a ministry of restoration from the power and control of our sinful nature that position us to be in right standing with God.  

2 Corinthians 5:18-20, NIV

Reconciliation refers to the restoration to (the divine) favor of God.
1.
Should we be concerned about the ministry of ‘reconciliation?’  Yes. It is our responsibility to minister the redemption which heals the soul and realigns us back into a position of authority.   

Mark 16:15-16, AMP

2.
The proclamation of redemption delivers a message of peace. Those who believe in its context are restored and the original intent of God is consummated. 

Luke 10:5-6, AMP

B.
Jesus is an example for us and His approach was to introduce the gospel to anyone who was open to hear. 

Luke 19:5-10, NIV

1.
God’s number one concern is the message of peace being heard.  He is constantly searching the hearts of mankind to take claim or ownership of their soul as they ‘will’ to allow Him.   

Ezekiel 34:15-16, NIV

2.
Jesus would often position Himself in the presence of those who needed the gospel message.  This was His primary mission. 

Matthew 9:10-13, NIV, Luke 5:31-32, NIV

II.
‘Making Our Voices Heard’ will only be accomplished through our willingness to respond to God’s call; to preach Christ.

Isaiah 6:8-10, NIV

A. There is lack of compassion among believers for the lost. Therefore, it is necessary that we pray for ourselves that this message of reconciliation is delivered before it is too late.    
Matthew 9:35-38, NIV

· The Greek word ‘teaching’ suggests the orderly presentation of truth.

· The good news is God’s Kingdom in us to affirm Jesus as Lord.

· Healing expressed compassion, confirmed the gospel message, and supports our teaching and preaching.

· The Greek word ‘compassion’ refers to “having feeling in our inner most being” which produces a strong emotion.

B.
Compassion for the lost motivates us to reach out and help those that are lost to find their way to God. 

2 Corinthians 5:14-15, NIV
· Our motivation is twofold: one, a fear of failing God and two, a concern for those who are not saved.  

a.
‘Christ’s love’ in the Greek expression is literally “the love of Christ.”

b.
In ‘Christ’s love for us,’ the quality of that love motivates us to preach His saving grace.

· We are motivated with a clear understanding of the theology of salvation. 

a.
Jesus’ death was the substitution for our sin.

b.
He died for every person so that no one need experience eternal separation from God.

· Jesus expects those who know Him to live for Him.  

· Since Jesus died to bring us new life, we should live to share new life with the world.

C.
‘Making Our Voices Heard’ is what defines our faith in the gospel’s power to change and save many from eternal damnation.  

Romans 10:14-15, NIV
· We must share Christ if we expect someone to believe in Christ.

· Jesus will speak through us and that’s the power of witnessing.

· The Greek word ‘preaching’ means “proclamation.”  Proclaiming Christ occurs through many means and is not limited to Sunday only. 

1. Christians have a divine call to witness:

· They are sent

· God prepares us to share by placing us in His will

2. Bringing the good news also gives us a sense of fulfillment as we bare the message of hope.

3.
God expects us, as His ambassadors, to accept of mission of Christ; saving the lost at all cost.

Ephesians 6:19-20, NIV

Conclusion:

The Good News of the Gospel is waiting for us to take it to the world we live in.  Jesus, through the finished work of redemption, provided the message of peace with God and mankind.   ‘Making Our Voices Heard’ starts with compassion but is motivated with love for Christ and the willingness to share His love for all of mankind.
