A.
The ‘Increase in Knowledge and Wisdom’ about God and the Lord Jesus Christ is undoubtedly where we should instinctively have our focus submitted.

1.
The lifelong pursuit of every believer should be the following: 

· Understanding how God thinks. 
· Understanding His way of doing things. 
· Implementing the characteristics of His person into their lives.

2.
Jesus characterized the person of God and demonstrated to us the love He has for us.  God wants us to understand Him in light of the expression of His love through Christ.

a.
The life of Jesus is the very expression of the revealed knowledge or understanding of the Father as a God of love.    
John 14:6-9, NIV

b.
It is when we believe that Jesus is the Christ or Savior we can see and begin to acquire knowledge about God.
John 12:44-45, NIV

‘Him that seeth’ refers to discerning, experiencing and intensively acknowledging through ones mental and spiritual perception.

B.
The knowledge of God reveals more clearly His personal attributes in respect to His superior holiness and deity.

2 Corinthians 4:6-9, NIV

‘Commanded the light’ in the Greek refers to the Lord Jesus, ‘who by speaking caused light to shine’ into our heart, regeneration took place, and we were born-again.

The only true and full manifestation of God's brightness and glory is "in the face of Jesus" just as Moses’ face shined as a reflection of God’s splendor and glory.

The knowledge of God is unveiled as we seek to acquire His image to intertwine with our inner being.  This inner transformation has the characteristics of Jesus filtered into our personality and we begin to act and do as He would.

Wisdom is needed if we are to put into practice the knowledge of God.  It is knowledge first and then wisdom for practical application.

Wisdom is to be sought after.  We are to seek for knowledge, get an understanding, and then wisdom is born.

2.
Divine wisdom is received directly from God.  Wisdom is spiritual insight on how to deal with personal or relational issues in daily life situations.  

Proverbs 2:6, NIV, James 1:5, NIV
