John 10:10, AMP
‘More abundantly’ is per-is-sos'; it refers to the sense of beyond a superabundant (in quantity) or superior (in quality).
· Jesus said, I came, not to preserve a life already possessed, but to impart a life before unknown, and to communicate it in rich and unfailing liveliness. 

· ‘More abundantly’ denotes that which is not absolutely essential to life, but which is superadded to make life happy. 

· We shall not merely have life simply, bare existence, but we shall have all those superadded things which are necessary to make our lives extremely blessed and happy.

· The peace to our mind

· The strength to loves our enemies

· The courage to walk by faith

· The understanding of sowing and reaping

· The desire to fear and seek God
