Power in the Greek is dunamis (doo'-nam-is); it is a force to be able or possible to do miracles, it is miraculous power.

Authority in the Greek is ‎exousia (ex-oo-see'-ah); is to take on sense of ability that gives you a privilege, a force, a capacity, a competency, or a freedom, to be a superhuman who rules and take control with the delegated influence given to those who believe. It is the power or right to give commands, it is a right to enforce the obedience of natural and spiritual entities, and it is a right to take action or to make a final decision.
