I.
‘God is in the process of making you’ is a work in progress which takes time and submission to His ‘will.’  


Philippians 2:13-15, AMP

· God is processing us in our spiritual development.  He does this through the study of the Word and relationships. 

· Process is a natural phenomenon marked by gradual changes.  It is a series of actions, operations, or motions involved in the accomplishment of an end.

· The process is an integration of life’s experiences that stretches us mentally and emotionally.   It is through these negative or positive experiences that we are transformed spiritual.

A.
God began the work of salvation with the knowledge of knowing how to process the image of Jesus inside of us.

God has predetermined our experiences in life and when we are in submission to His ‘will,’ this will incorporate an obedient spirit which equals ‘righteousness.’

B.
The work of salvation saved us and provides a temple (body) for God’s Spirit to dwell in.  God’s Spirit dwells internally within us and dwells among us externally.

Our body is where the Spirit of God perfects God’s ‘will.

Our body must never have its own agenda to carryout its desires.  If we allow the body to fulfill its desires, it will work totally against the Holy Spirit.

II.
‘Not quitting when times get tough’ is the test of our fortitude to withstand the forceful pressures we encounter unexpectedly.  We are in warfare with the adversaries of our faith.

A.
Faith in God’s deliverance is the key component to overcome our situational, problematic, stressful, emotional, and spiritual struggles.

· Victory in God is having a spiritual mindset that conquers our internal voice of doubt. 

· The troubles that suppress or squeeze our spirit are hardships and worries. They have the capacity to expand beyond the boarders of our soul to silence the voice of the Word.

Choke refers to strangling completely; it is to drown to the point of death or crowd out the Word’s effectiveness.  

B.
We have faith in God’s grace to complete the work of salvation.  Therefore, we are triumphant against our adversaries of the faith.  God has made us to be strong and our spirit working with God destroys the thought of quitting.

There is no quitting when we are convinced that God is with us.

· There is no quitting when we stand in confidence with our God that nothing can separate us from His love.

· There is no quitting when we war against our adversaries of the faith.

· There is no quitting because we have decided to walk in the power of the Holy Spirit.

· There is no quitting because our strength is in the Lord.

· There is no quitting because we refuse to quit, refuse to give up, refuse to be defeated, refuse to let the devil have his way,  refuse to let our emotions get out of control, and refuse to make excuses of why we don’t have the victory.

Conclusion:

God is in the process of making you strong in Him that nothing will stop or hinder you from developing into the image of Jesus.  Not quitting when times get tough is where we must grip our confidence in God’s power to keep us.  We have faith that God will finish the work of salvation in our lives.
