Scripture Reading:     

John 1:4-9, AMP


I.
‘God is the Light’ providing all life, knowledge, understanding, wisdom, revelation, and redemption. The light is acquired through the accessibility of our born-again experience.   

1 John 1:5-9, NIV

Light is an experience of brightness that separates the sphere of natural life. 

Light brings freedom, deliverance, and hope. It is thus an object of praise. It denotes what is publicly known. It accompanies divine manifestations. The light of knowledge brings illumination.

1.
God is our light, and He causes His light to shine on us and through us. 

Psalms 27:1, NIV

2.
Light denotes relation (as in a family member), not just a life form. It is a term for true life or salvation to those who have it. 

Psalms 36:9, NIV

3.
Salvation is in the light.  Light and joy go together empowering our presence on the earth as a select group of individuals.         
Psalms 97:11, AMP

A.
The light of God awakens our consciousness from a lured (ensnared) condition or existence.  

2 Corinthians 4:4-7, NIV

· Light refers to an illumination.  It is a ‘Light’ that by-passes the consciousness to excite Life to our dead spirit.

· The ‘Light’ causes the obscured mind to go into exile and a new life-form arises from the sphere of God to annihilate the effects of death, sin, and the grave.  

B.
The radiance surrounding God is the brightest, gleaming brighter than the sun itself, but the light is not God's glory.
Exodus 13:21-22, NIV

· The light of God (the holiness of God’s glory) was incarnated in the embodiment of Jesus.

Matthew 17:2, AMP, Matthew 17:2, Message Bible

· The embodiment of the ‘glory’ in Jesus was a light in darkness.  It was this light which is the ‘Life’ to all who believe.

John 1:14, AMP

II.
To ‘Let the Light Shine’ through us is how the knowledge of God is revealed. The ‘Light’ illuminates upon those darkened in their heart that they might see Christ.  The absence of the true ‘Light’ is the state of disorientation which causes nonbelievers not to enjoy the essence of life.   

Matthew 5:14-16, AMP    
· We are a reflection of God as light in the world.
· We carry the message of the light with the lifestyle that exemplifies the Kingdom of God residing in us.
· The world is able to witness and experience the implications of God’s light illuminating in our daily presentation of the ‘Gospel message’.
A.
The character of the Light has a distinct presence of God alive within it.  It is a living vibrant life full of the fragrance of God’s love.

1.
God commanded Moses and the Israelites to have the light burning at all times.  The oil for the Light had come from pressed olives. 

Leviticus 24:2-4, NIV

2.
The oil is symbolic of the Holy Spirit and must be acquired if our light is to shine.

Luke 12:35-36, NIV

B.
The ‘Light’ characterizes us as sons under control and alert of our surroundings from a spiritual perspective. 

1 Thessalonians 5:5-6, NIV

· Sons of the ‘Light’ walk uprightly in the presence of sinners.

· Sons of the ‘Light’ will never act out of character.

· Sons of the ‘Light’ are one with God in their mind and spirit. The ‘Light’ is embedded deeply in the fabric of their beings to subdue darkness.

Conclusion:
