· The Kingdom of God is the manifested will of God for the betterment of all who are in submission to His authority by the act of their free will.

· In the Kingdom of God, the Kingdom of Jesus will establish the ‘will’ of God as the set order of life.  The ‘will’ of God is that everyone who believes in Christ as the Savior is raised to eternal life in Jesus’ likeness.

· ‘The King of the Kingdom’ is more than just a king with limited authority over a region in the world.  Jesus is a King with all authority in heaven and earth.  His kingdom surpasses that of any other because He is both superior in His humanity to conquer sin and death and He conquered the grave through His resurrection and ascension to the heavens.  Afterwards, He sits on the right hand of God as a mediator between God and man.

‘The King of the Kingdom’ is Jesus the Christ, God’s Son, in all His glory and splendor.  Jesus is superior to any other king in the history of mankind because His Kingdom was spiritually known before its natural manifestation.

· Isaiah had a vision of the spiritual activity around the throne of God where the counsel of the Kingdom was implemented. 

· Seraphim are the fiery, burning ones, they are angelic or heavenly beings associated with the prophet Isaiah's vision of God in the Temple.

· They are described as each of them having three pairs of wings; with one they covered their faces (a token of humility), with the second they covered their feet (a token of respect), while with the third they flew.

· Their occupation was twofold-to celebrate the praises of Jehovah's holiness and power (v. 3) and to act as the medium of communication between heaven and earth (v. 6).

· They are expressive beings of the divine holiness and demand that the saints shall be cleansed before serving (Isaiah 6:6-8).
