‘Where are the Kings’ who rule with authority, dominion, and all power?

· We are the believers who are positioned with Jesus in heavenly places and we stand in this present world with His delegated authority.

· We are crowned to reign with Him for eternity with authority, honor, and glory. 
2 Timothy 4:8, AMP

· ‘Right Hand’ speaks of the power to rule; it refers to God exalting Jesus because of victory over His enemies.

Acts 7:56, NIV

· Exalted denotes a constitution of the King and Messiah in heaven who rose up from His condition of humiliation to the glory which He had with the Father before the world was.

A.
We are positioned in Christ Jesus as equals to sit with Him on the right hand of God.

The seated authority we share with Jesus is a position that’s only for the redeemed sinner.  We will share His honor and be partakers of His glory in virtue of our connection with Christ.

B.
The qualifying factor to sit with Jesus on the right hand of God is that we must overcome our enemies.

II.
‘The Return of the Kings’ are the ‘sons’ who will establish a complete righteous order to reign on earth for all eternity.  The glory of God will cover the whole world and the enemies of the faith will be destroyed forever.

A.
There is a three-fold anointing of the ‘Son’ of God.  1.) The Kingly anointing.  2.) The Priestly anointing.  3.) The Prophetic anointing.  

2 Samuel 6:16-21, NIV

· The ‘Kingly anointing’ has authority to rule and reign on earth over all the creatures of God and over all spiritual entities, angels, and demons.  This is an anointing that exercises the works of Jesus, such as healing the sick and casting out demons. 

· The ‘Priestly anointing’ has access to the throne in the presence of God to praise and worship Him.  This anointing enables us with a capacity to present our soul and body as a living sacrifice. 

· The ‘Prophetic anointing’ reveals to us the mind of God that we can proclaim His goodness, His mercy and His love.  This anointing is where the will of God is manifested and destiny is fulfilled. 

B.
The Kings are the complete manifestation of the ‘Son’ in glory and honor.  It is the ‘Sons’ who have taken on the image of Jesus through trials and persecutions.

The manifestation of the ‘Kings,’ the ‘Sons’ of God.  Just as we shall rule with Christ, we shall also resemble Him when we see Him.
